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THE COLLEGE AND YOUR CHILD
At Bacon’s all students are members of a tutor group under the care of a Personal Tutor.  Directors and Year Heads lead teams of tutors.  Their work is co-ordinated by the Vice Principal.  The job of the Personal Tutor is to monitor and support the student in all aspects of their life at the College.  The Tutor works with each student individually to review their progress and set targets for the future.  If parents need to contact the College about day-to-day matters regarding their child this should always, in the first instance, be arranged with the Tutor.  In other cases contact should be made with the Director.  Meetings should be arranged as far as possible by prior agreement because of teaching commitments.

During the week, students are taught by a number of different teachers in different subjects.  They will monitor progress throughout the year completing reports each half term to keep parents informed about their child.  Parents are invited to discuss progress with subject teachers at a Parents Evening.

THE PATTERN OF THE DAY
As an Academy, Bacon’s is committed to making the most effective use of the time each student spends in the building each day.  This includes offering opportunities to work before and after lessons and shorter breaks.  The day will be divided into 5 lessons with a morning break and lunch taken during Lesson 4.
